½ cup packed brown sugar 

1 cup flour 

1 teaspoon cinnamon 

3 tablespoons water 

½ cup chopped pecans 

4 large apples, peeled and sliced 

1 teaspoon cinnamon

Apple Pie 

Preheat oven to 375 degrees.  Beat butter and brown sugar until fluffy.  Stir 
in flour, one teaspoon cinnamon and water until smooth and thick.  Stir in 
pecans.  Mound apples in nine-inch pie plate.  Mix granulated sugar and 
one teaspoon cinnamon.  Sprinkle over apples.  Spoon pecan topping over 
apples in dollops.  Bake on lowest rack for 45 to 50 minutes.  Serve with a 
slice of cheddar cheese, a scoop of vanilla ice cream or plain.
